For three months the English general James Wolfe had attacked the French forces defending the
Canadian city of Quebec. Located on the banks of the mighty St. Lawrence River, Quebec controlled
the shipping on this broad waterway that leads to the Great Lakes and the heart of the North American
continent. France and Great Britain were competing for control of the American colonies in the Seven
Years War of 1756-1763, and the key to an English victory was the conquest of Quebec and access to
the St. Lawrence.

In a final desperate attempt, Wolfe decided to circle around the F rench forces and attack them
from the rear. To do this, he had to cross the river, defeat a small group of French guards without
