There are some important implications about the church-based schools from the
historical investigations between religion and welfare service. Incidentally, it also
indicates the politics of religious ecducational enterprises and it offers the
comparative meanings from the NPOs dimension. Therefore,when are choosing
Tung-hai & Nai-haw as our study cases, it shows that aithough they have the same
developmental pattern between the Christian-based and Buddhism-based school, there
also some diverse structural implications. Finally, we must face the basic issue
about the contextual features of church-based schools in the rapid social change.
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
