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A-Li-Shan Aboriginal Residents' Perceptions and Attitudes
on the Impact of Tourism Development
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Abstract

This study explored the A-Li-Shan
aboriginal residents' perceptions of the
impacts of tourism and their attitudes
regarding future tourism developraent. It
was found that, based on what has occurred
to now, A-Li-Shan aboriginal residents have
positive perceptions of the economic,
socio-cultural impacts of tourism but are
concerned about negative environmental
impacts. As for future tourism develspment,
they have positive attitudes toward
eco-tourism, cultural  tourism, and
agricultural tourism development. This
study suggests that to foster and raaintain
positive attitudes decision-makers must do
economic, socio-cultural and enviroamental
impact assessments for future tourism
development to see that the best of these
selected.
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
