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The focus of this study is on
China’s responses to this new
international order in formation in the
1940s. There will be three points to be
articulated in this research plan. First
of all, did China develop a new world
view in the course of the Seocnd World
War? The answer is positive in this
study, On the one hand, this new
~ world view is part of the heritage of
China’s foreign policy before the
outbreak of the Sino-Japanese War.
On the other hand, in face of the coming
of a new age, China was searching for

new orientation which can set a
direction for the postwar situation. The
second focus is China’s role in the
United Nations. China has assumed
the role of anti-imperialist nation at the
very beginning of the international
organization. It is worth to compare
China’s  experience  with  those
developing countries after the War.
The third focus is China’s relationship
with the newly established international
economic organizations.
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
