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Abstract

Taiwanese students' graduation trips can be track back to the Japanese colonial
period. Graduation trips are transferred from the school excursion or field trip. In
college or university except for some classes combining graduation trips with
internship programs, most classes' graduation trips are held on their own. The trip is
held spontaneously, selecting one person or a group to host, the member of class can
freely decide to join or not. Graduation trip often held in junior summer and senior
before graduation.

This study investigated the destination image and decision making of
graduation trip for the college students. Destination image can separate to overall
image and attributes image. Grouping destination based on the attributes image. Use
consumer decision process model (EKB model) explore the characteristics of
graduation trip’s decision making process, including motivation, involvement,
information search, alternative evaluation, travel preference, and destination choice.

The results show that College students-in Taiwan for the overall image of
potential tourism destinations, the best foreign destination is Japan, and the best
domestic destinations are Penghu 1slands and Green Island. Destination attribute
image use multidimensional scaling and correspondence analysis can be divided into
three categories of foreigndestinations, and domestic destinations also can separate
into three. Using IPA can understand each destination attributes strength, week,
opportunity, and threaten.

The main motivation for university students to participate graduation trips are
friendship and newness. Around 60% of students have high involvement in
graduation trips. The main source of information is business information. The most
important destination evaluate criteria are climate, security, and travel cost.
College students mostly prefer 4-6 days foreign trip. The most appropriate travel
cost is not more than NT$20000. Basically hoping all classmates can join the trip.

The actual choice for travel destinations, domestic destination choices are
mostly eastern Taiwan, Green Island and Penghu Island, while Thailand is the only
choice for foreign destination. In domestic trip the overall image and choice of
destination were significantly related. But in foreign trip, overall image could not
explain the destination choice. It shows that college students' destination choices
mostly followed the non-compensatory decision-making rule, and travel cost turned
out to be the possible main cut off factor.
