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Abstract 

The Purpose of this study was to investigate  and compare the  records 

between international and Taiwanese  track and field male athletes  with 

visual impaired.  Method:  Statistic methods were used to analyze the best  

records in domestic and foreign formal games from 1992 ti ll  2009, as well  

as those assembled in the Asia (Far East and South Pacific Games for the 

Disabled),  the world (Paralympics) for analyzing. Result: A. According to 

the records of Taiwanese male track and field athletes with visual disabled 

in B1 class, it  revealed that the sequences  of core developing sport events  

toward Asia (Asian Paralympics) might be height jump, 800 meters race,  

and 100 meters sprint . B. Based on the records of Taiwanese male track 

and field athletes  with visual  disabled in B1 and B2 classes,  it  showed that  

the sequences of core developing sport events toward Asia (Asian 

Paralympics) might be height jump, 100 meters sprint,  and javelin. C. In 

terms of the records of Taiwanese male track and field athletes with visual  

disabled in B1 and B2 class, it  showed that the sequences of core 
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developing sport events toward World Games might be 1500 meters race, 

javelin, and height jump. D. Thanks to the records of Taiwanese male 

track and field athletes with visual disabled in B2 and B3 classes, it  

pointed out  that the sequences of core developing sport events toward 

World Games might be 100 meters sprint,  javelin, and height jump. 

Conclusion :   As soon as the games of Taiwanese male track and field 

athletes with visual disabled concerned, the developing blueprints  

regarding how to set  the definite goals and clear projects in sport events 

should depend on various visual d isability categories .  The core 

development in all  classes could focus on Asia (FESPIC Games) Games.  

Suggestion:  It  is an urgent and essential  business with regard to how to 

carry on the reserve athletes training as well as the issues  about rewards 

and guaranteed number of seats  for future occupation.  
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
