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Abstract

This thesis mainly discusses five zheng compositions by Zhong-shan
Wang.

Chapter one addresses my research motif, purpose, method, and scope
of this study.

Zhong-shan Wang is one of the influential figures in modern Zheng
world. Besides being a Zheng performer and composer, he has
played a significant role in the development of Zheng’s techniques as
well as its repertoire. Chapter two gives an overview of Zhong-han
Wang’s music background. It also states the correlation between the
course of Zhong-shan Wang’s Zheng study and the style of his
compositions.

Chapter three to chapter seven are devoted to a series of detailed
analyses, focusing on aspects of these five Zheng works’ backgrounds,
formal structures, musical settings, and performance practices.

In addition to a synthesis of ideas presented in chapter three to chapter
seven, chapter eight focuses on several Zhong-shan Wang’s unique
compositional languages.

Chapter nine explores the technical manipulations among these five
works, including the use of rapid fingering sequence and the
application of other instruments’ techniques.

Chapter ten summerizes the important perspectives in previous
chapters.
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
