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ABSTRACT

This study is intended to explore the factors that influence firms to grant stock
option. Based on financial theory, we construct some hypotheses to examine the
determinants of stock option grants using logistic regression model, this study
teaches the following conclusions:

(1)Firms with higher growth opportunity have to higher probability of issuing
stock option.

(2)Firms are more likely to adopt stock options when face liquidity

constraints.
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
